• New Families (Twos, Preschool or Pre-K): $200 per child, non-refundable
• New Families (Infants or Toddlers): $1,000 per child, non-refundable

ANNUAL FUND OBLIGATION (in lieu of fundraisers): $250 per family

FACTS TUITION MANAGEMENT: An administrative fee of $55 per family 
applies. Families need not participate in FACTS if tuition is paid in full by July 11th. A 
2% tuition discount is offered to families who pay in full by July 11, 2025.

Lakewood Catholic Academy’s Early Childhood Program provides an outstanding 
opportunity for children ages six weeks to five-years-old to develop the skills necessary 
to be lifelong learners. We provide an environment that is engaging and nurturing, and 
fosters the overall development of every child. Our curriculum is age-appropriate and  
designed to promote growth in all curricular areas, including religion, math, language 
arts, social studies and science. 

LCA’s Early Childhood Program utilizes best practices in early childhood education and 
is inspired by the following principles:

• Children are capable, strong, able to problem-solve and must have some 
control over the direction of their learning.

• Children learn through experiences of touching, moving, listening, seeing 
and hearing.

• Children learn through collaborating and forming relationships with 
one another, and by manipulating materials in their environment, thus 
providing endless opportunities for expression.

ADMISSION 
CURRENT FAMILIES
Those who already have children enrolled at Lakewood Catholic Academy receive first 
priority for admission.

NEW FAMILIES
Applications are accepted throughout the year and enrollment is on a first come, first 
served basis for placement.

AGE REQUIREMENTS
We accept children ages six weeks to five years old. Children entering the 21/2 Year-Old 
Program typically turn two-and-a-half by January 1st. Children entering the Preschool 
and Pre-Kindergarten Programs typically turn three and four, respectively, by September 
30th of the year they enter the program.

ENRICHMENT OPPORTUNITIES 
Being part of a vibrant K-8 elementary school campus, students enrolled in the Early 
Childhood Program have access to programs and resources not traditionally found at 
other early childhood or daycare centers.
